This increase will lead to a reduction in vehicle use and reduce carbon emissions improving air quality and noise quality for the
residents adjacent to the project. The project will also improve the quality of life by offering more transportation and recreational

choices.

While the project will connect to already existing segments of the pathway system there are no
planned project in the vicinity of the proposed project.

This connection will
prove vital for residents living in the vicinity and for trail users enjoying the larger community system.

The project was identified and discussed as part of the adopted Bicycle and Pedestrian Circulation
Master Plan. The proposed segment was identified as a priority corridor and included on the system
master plan map. It was during the plans development that the public was engaged through
meetings, surveys and web based outreach. With the project not impacting any residential
properties no additional public engagement was initiated.
